This course provides a basic overview of the printing industry and the printing process from small job shops to large employer.

	The competencies in this accreditation area require that students are competent in their overall understanding of the industry and its major operations, and have the fundamental measurement, math, and interpersonal skills needed for starting a career. The competencies are broken into 11 subsections: introduction, digital file preparation, image capture, color theory, digital file output, press operations, bindery operations, measurement, safety and first aid, basic math, and job application and interpersonal skills. All competencies are theory-based and require students to list, describe, identify, and/or calculate production-related issues, rather than actually demonstrate performance.

	Digital File Preparation

	The competencies in this accreditation area require students to understand the basic concepts and procedures required in each step of file preparation, including basic design elements and principles, file construction, fonts, page layout, image capture, illustration, and PDF creation. While many of the competencies require students to describe, identify, explain, measure and/or distinguish file-related issues, about half the competencies require students to demonstrate various skills in creating and exporting images and laying out a page in appropriate software.   

	Digital File Output
	5
	The competencies in this accreditation area require that students have an understanding of the steps needed to prepare a client file for printing, from preflighting through platemaking. Most of the competencies require students to define specific activities and identify various procedures and equipment components. Students are also expected to prove their ability to perform the following functions: repair a native digital file, repair a PDF, make a folding dummy, make a digital hard and soft proof, and output a digital file to a platesetter. 

	Offset Press Operations

	The competencies in this accreditation area require that students have a sound knowledge of ink, paper, and fountain solution used for offset lithography. Some competencies require students to identify press parts and basic operations procedures, while other competencies require students to demonstrate their ability to perform makeready, print different types of one- and two-color jobs, evaluate and adjust print quality, color measurement, and perform clean-up functions.


Course Outcomes: At the successful completion of this course, students will be able to:
· Design, output a plate, count their paper, print and bind their own notepad.
· Demonstrate computer literacy and graphic design skills by creating a flyer illustrating the elements and principles of design.
· Design a shirt, output a stencil, burn their screen, set up their screen, and print on a vellum using screen printing.
